
LANYON LEISURE WHEELERS

(aka Cycling UK Northern Ireland Member Group)
CONSTITUTION

This Constitution with its associated Rules and Procedures are complementary to those of Cycling UK and are subject to those requirements. The exceptions include where N.I. laws differ from those of GB and where local cycling practices apply. When lead rides are in other jurisdictions, such as the Republic of Ireland, the local laws will be observed.

1. The group shall be called Lanyon Leisure Wheelers, also known by Cycling UK as the Northern Ireland Member Group for the purposes of that organisation.  Both titles refer to the same group of people, each of whom enjoys dual membership.
2. The purpose of the group is to engage in and promote cycling in the Northern Ireland area but may also choose to have trips outside this area.
3. Members agree to comply with this Constitution.
4. At the AGM, members will appoint/elect a new Committee which will include the following three Officers:
a) Chair/President
b) Honorary Secretary

c) Honorary Treasurer

and up to six other members and other members who can be co-opted onto the committee as and when needed.

5. The Committee may confer a specialist role on one of its members (and see point 12 below):

a) Registration Secretary

b) Welfare Officer

c) Publicity Officer

d) Rides Secretary

e) (further roles as required)

6. Membership of the group must be limited to persons 18 years of age and over, who live in Northern Ireland.
7. Members will pay a subscription, payable to Cycling UK.
8. Membership may be refused or removed for conduct likely to bring the group into disrepute, under the terms of the Group’s Rules and Procedures. 
9. The committee will hold meetings at least twice a year, plus an AGM.
10. The committee will hold an Annual General Meeting in or around April or May, and is open to all members of the group.  Members will be notified of the meeting at least four weeks in advance of the date chosen by the committee.  
11. Any member of the group wishing to put a notice to the AGM must put it in 

writing (preferably by email) to the secretary at least 21 days in advance of the date of the meeting.
12. Any member may stand for election to the Committee.

13. Committee members may perform more than one role but the Chair, Secretary and Treasurer should be separate individuals, unless circumstances dictate otherwise.  
14. All fully paid-up members of the group may vote at an Annual General Meeting. In the 

event of a tie, the Chair of the group will have the casting vote. Members must 

attend in person to vote and may not appoint a proxy. 

15. The quorum for Annual General Meetings and for Extraordinary General Meeting shall be six members.
16. The quorum for all Committee Meetings shall be four members (the three key officers plus one other).
17.  Extraordinary General Meetings (eg: to discuss a matter relating to the Constitution) of the group may be held for all members, if a written (email) request is received by the Secretary, from the proposer with the names of at least five other members who are in support of the proposal.   To facilitate the meeting a date will be chosen that will be at least 21 days in advance of that meeting.

18. The Committee will appoint an Honorary Auditor to preside over the accounts, which will be produced by the Treasurer for scrutiny at the AGM.  A copy of the accounts must be sent to the committee prior to the AGM, along with the minutes. The Honorary Auditor may not be a member of the Committee.

19. The property and funds of the group cannot be used for the personal benefit of members.
20. The group may be wound up by a decision of an Annual General Meeting or an Extraordinary General Meeting or, if a quorum of such a meeting cannot be formed, by a decision of the Committee.
21. On dissolution, all assets of the group will be donated to Cycling UK.
22. This Constitution was adopted at the AGM held on 20th April 2026.
